2. ALL PROPOSED PLANTINGS SHALL BE ADJUSTED TO ACCOMMODATE UNDERGROUND UTILITIES.

5. ALL PLANTING METHODS SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE LATEST EDITION OF THE AMERICAN
ASSOCIATION OF NURSERYMEN.

4. IN THE EVENT OF DISCREPANCIES BETWEEN THE QUANTITIES OF PLANTS IN THE PLANT LIST AND THE
DRAWINGS, THE DEPICTION OF THE PLANTS ON THE DRAWINGS SHALL GOVERN.
